vi) lnstitutional set-up for Liquidity Risk Management:

The Board of Directors are responsible for the overall Risk Management approach and for approving the

Risk Management strategies and principles. The Board has set up the Asset Liability Management

Committee (ALCO) and Risk Management Committee to manage various risks of the Company. The Asset

Liability Management Committee (ALCO) meets on regular basis and is responsible for ensuring

adherence to the risk tolerance/limits set by the Board including the Liquidity Risk of the Company. The

performance of the ALCO is reviewed by Audit Committee/Board.



The compa.ny has its own Asset Liability Management (ALM) policy, which covers the Liquidity Risk
Management Framework.

Accordingly, the Company.

- Performs stress testing on a quarterly basis which enables the company to estimate the
Liquidity requirements as well as adequacy and cost of the Liquidity buffer under stressed
Conditions.

- Formulated a contingency funding plan as a part of the outcome of stress testing results.
- Monitors liquidity risk based on stock approach to liquidity by way of pre-defined internal
Limits for various critical ratios pertain',ffg to liquidity risk.

The company has diversified source of funding to ensure that there is no significant source, thewithdrawal of which could trigger Liquidity problems. The company monitors cumulative mismatches
across all time buckets by establishing internal prudential limits. The company maintains adequate
liquidity buffer of readily marketable assets, to protect itself against any liquidity risk at the same time is
mindful of the cost associated with it.
